HOMILY NOTES

1. 9th & 10th Grade Students are required to write one Homily Note a month, September 2010 – April 2011, which is a total of 8 Homily Notes.

2. Homily notes require a student to summarize/review the main point(s) of the priest’s homilies (not the gospel reading) in complete sentences.  Basic rules of writing apply.  

3. You can use the forms in this booklet or there will be some blank forms located in the entryway of each church.  St. Nicholas has a black multi-tier organizer on the counter at the back entrance.  Immaculate Conception has a red folder with Confirmation Homily Notes written on it and it will be in the magazine rack on the brick wall to the left of the doors.  This will have blank homily note pages and one side will be for the completed homily notes for Father.
4. Legibly-completed forms must be submitted each month.  You can return them by dropping them off at religion class in the office in a bin marked “homily notes” or at St. Nicholas put in the bottom shelf of the black multi–tier organizer in the back of church or at Immaculate Conception there will be a red folder with Confirmation Homily Notes written on it and it will be in the magazine rack on the brick wall to the left of the doors.  This will have blank homily note pages and one side will be for the completed homily notes for Father. 

5. Homily notes are reviewed by the Father Adams and Father Przybilla.  If the main idea of mass is not presented in the students homily notes, that week’s submission is unacceptable and will need to be made up at another time.
6. You will track your own progress, in your Confirmation Journal.
